Main Idea -The Holy Spirit works to convict us of Sin and Reveal Jesus, leading to faith
and righteousness in Jesus Christ

. The Spirit works to convict of sin & reveal Jesus, leading to REPENTANCE and

SALVATION for the non-believer.
John 16:8-9, Romans 8:7, Ephesians 2:1-5, Romans 3:23, 6:23, John 6:63-65

Regeneration =

= The Spirit awakens your eyes to your own sin...and from there, reveals the Glory
of Jesus

We see the incredible power of God the Holy Spirit: Convicting the NON-BELIEVER of
sin and revealing to them the Glory of Jesus

1. The Spirit works to convict of sin & reveal Jesus, leading to REPENTANCE and

RIGHTEOUSNESS for the believer.
John 16:8-9, 2 Corinthians 3:16-18, Ephesians 3:14-21, Romans 8:1-10

= The Holy Spirit convicts you and reminds you that sin leads to death
= When you do sin, you repent and run to Christ as your Savior and LORD

Again see here the incredible power of God the Holy Spirit: Convicting the BELIEVER of
sin and revealing the glory of Jesus
