Forging is an action verb. It is the hard and difficult process of forming something. 
forge: (fôrj) = “To form (as metal) by heating and hammering.” “To form or to bring 

into being, especially by an expenditure of effort.” 
 
 
*Marriage in the Bigger Picture: Relationships Between God and People has everything 
to do with relationships between People (particularly in marriage). 
 
I.  God’s Perfect Design is Established… 
Genesis 1:26-28, 31. Gen 2:6-8, 18, 21-25 
God’s Design is Very Good 
 
II. God’s Perfect Design is Broken… 
Genesis 3:6-13, 16-19 
God’s Design is Broken and full of Curses 
 

o Curses =  
 Women: *Pain in Child-Baring (role is broken)  and *Desire to rule her 

husband and *He will rule over her harshly. *Her Husband will be weak!  
 Men: *Pain in Work (role is broken) and *He will be sinfully passive and 

*His wife will be contentious! 
 Both: The Marriage is full of strife and the relationship is BROKEN. 

 
The Only Hope = The Gospel of Jesus, which restores one’s  relationship with God and 
with One another. 
 
III. God’s Perfect Design is Restored… 
Ephesians 5:22-33 
 
Wives are called to Submit and Respect (Vs. 22-24, 33)  
 
Husbands are called to Love, Sacrifice & Lead (Vs.25-31, 33) 

 
Important, Theological Term Defined: 
Complementarian = Men and Woman have completely Equal worth, with different, 
Complementary roles, in order to love one another and represent Christ and His Church.

Do you feel cared for and built up or dominated and used?
